In May 2010, 18 young moms 

graduated from the BETA School 

program with 17 of them having 

immediate plans for further 

schooling, either vocational or 

college. Four of the 18 graduates 

won a "Bridges Scholarship" to 

attend Valencia Community Col-

lege (VCC). This is a special schol-

arship program VCC offers our 

students who maintain a speci-

fied grade point average and are 

accepted into VCC.   

Nationwide, only 40% of preg-

nant and parenting teenagers 

graduate from high school. At 

BETA Center, the majority of sen-

iors graduate. òI am so proud of 

our students,ó said Director of 

Education Services, Ivonne 

Rivera. òThe odds were stacked 

against them, but they came out 

on top.ó  

At the commencement ceremony, 

each student had 

the opportunity 

to speak and 

reflect on her 

time at BETA. 

Each student 

had an individual 

message, but the 

underlying theme 

was, òI didnõt 

know what I was 

going to do. 

There was no 

way I could go to school and be a 

good mom. Then, I heard about 

BETA. BETA allowed me to gradu-

ate from high school and taught 

me to be a good parent to my 

child.
